Questions and Answers:
1. Is every school family responsible for the tickets sent today? 
Yes, all families regardless of contractual plan must purchase them.

2. How about sittings?

Any family, regardless of tuition plan, may now take advantage of doing sittings to sell their tickets. Chairs are also welcome to sit.
3. If I decide not to do the sittings, do I have to tell anyone or should I just wait for someone to contact me?

If you have decided not to do the sittings, you don’t have to let anyone know. However, you are still responsible to either sell on your own or purchase the tickets sent to you today.
4. Who gets the payments and stubs?
All payments and ticket stubs must be sent in an envelope to Mrs. Bedoya (c/o 5th Grade) no later than November 30. Please make the check payable to St. Clare School – HASA and clearly print on the envelope your full name and your oldest child’s grade. We discourage sending cash with children and are not responsible for lost payments.

5. I am going to do the sittings. What is the process to book them?
E-mail (HASA@saintclareschool.com) or call Mrs. Arteaga at 201-741-3738 as soon as possible to make the sitting reservations. You are strongly encouraged to go to the Holiday Raffle website (there is a link on the school’s website at www.saintclareschool.com ) to check the venues and dates/times available.
6. Let’s say that I book 15 hours to sell tickets. However, after the first 5 hours, I decide not to do any more. Am I supposed to tell someone?
Yes, you must call Mrs. Arteaga so she may update her records. It is labor intensive to work agreements with the businesses that allow us to sell tickets, and we want to use the allotted hours in the most efficient way. 

7. If I book my hours, am I supposed to be there for the full period?

Yes. We count on your honesty and ethical behavior to comply with your commitment. It is improper to miss our appointments and business owners do not appreciate “no shows”. Don’t forget that when you do fundraising for St. Clare’s you represent the school.
8. I am a little-bit shy about doing the sittings. Can more than one family sit together?

Absolutely! Two families may do the sittings together. However, please keep in mind that each family is responsible for their own tickets.
